Bridgewater Joint Board:   The four fire districts agreed to pool the public advertising for the upcoming election 

legal notices. 

Firefighter Incentive:  Mr. Durant will contact Mr. Braslow for clarification on the LOSAP and Incentive 

Resolutions.   Legal advertising will be published to hold a public hearing regarding proposed changes to the 

existing LOSAP program, at the February meeting.  Those changes include rules that parallel the same as the 

responder program; i.e. 3 truck details, 4 training drills and responding to 30% of the fire calls.

Long Range Planning:   No report.  

Daytime Manpower:  During the month of December, Martinsville Fire Department had 3 dual dispatch calls to 

Green Knoll. 

Vehicle Training:  Vehicle training ongoing. 

Retired Equipment: Waiting on a final list from the department.  Once the Commissioners have the final list a 

resolution will be adopted to dispose of the equipment.   A list is pending from the line. 

Security Systems:  Bill Rose will bring a revised quote from Adalex to the February meeting.

There being no comments or questions the meeting was closed to the public at 8:26 PM.  The 2011 Budget was

The Chief was unable to address any of the questions 

posed and the Board requested that the site be pulled down until the outstanding issues could be addressed.  As 

noted earlier, bills associated with the site were put on hold, pending clarification.
