
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The fundamentals and tactics of boy’s lacrosse will be taught.  The volunteer coaching staff will also be stressing the importance of 
teamwork and good sportsmanship.  This program is for boys in grades 3 thru 8.  There will be two evening practices during the week and 
games are on Saturdays and/or Sundays.  This is a competitive travel program and all teams will have home and away games against other 
towns/clubs – expect to travel.  This program starts in early March of 2016 and concludes at the end of May. 
 
Cost $310.00, which includes basic registration fee, a full game uniform, and a $50 work bond.  Fee also covers tournament costs for your 
son.  Teams may decide to attend addition tournaments which will be paid for by members of that team.  Checks made payable to 
“Bridgewater Lacrosse, Inc.”.  See our website for “Family Discount” information.   
 
Note:  If your son played last Spring and his uniform still fits, you can opt to register without a uniform order and deduct $75.00 from your 
fee.  Game Jerseys, Shooter Shirts, Game Shorts, and socks will be offered for sale individually at the registration meeting if you only want to 
order one or two components.  The $50.00 work bond will be refunded to you after you have volunteered a minimum of 4 hours at the Sweet 
Laxin’ Tournament in Bridgewater in late June 2016. 
 
Each participant must have his own lacrosse stick and full protective equipment.  If you need information on purchasing equipment, please 
email jeckert@bridgewaterlacrosse.com or visit the “Required Equipment” tab on our website.   
 
Each participant must have a valid US Lacrosse membership with an expiration date no earlier than 7/1/2016.  The annual membership cost 
is $25.00 and is required for all Bridgewater lacrosse programs.  To become a member or extend your membership go to:  
www.uslacrosse.org or call (410) 235-6882 x 102.  Your son’s membership must be linked to “Bridgewater Youth Lacrosse”. 
 
There will be a MANDATORY registration meeting on Monday, October 19th at the Senior Center (455 Somerville Road).  At this meeting 
each player will be measured for their uniform and all necessary equipment needs will be addressed.  There will also be individual team 
meetings with your coaches.  THIS IS A MANADATORY MEETING FOR ALL PARTICIPANTS AND PARENTS.  Meeting times are as follows:   
 

3rd & 4th Graders – 6 to 7 pm 5th & 6th Graders – 7 to 8 pm 7th & 8th Graders – 8 to 9 pm
