Whether you’re working on your landscaping or
enjoying a picnic in the park, be aware and steer clear of
electric lines or any other electrical equipment. Here are
some helpful summer safety tips:

Do not allow children to climb trees that are near
power lines.

Never climb a utility pole or post signs on them.

Never fly kites around power lines. If you notice kites,
balloons or other objects tangled in a power line,
call us.

Avoid touching overhead electrical wires when carrying
a long object, such as a pool skimmer or ladder.

Never go near a downed wire or anything touching it.
Call us to report the downed wire or call 911 if it’s an
emergency.

Never go near an electric substation for any reason.
